One 
entry only per pupil. We encourage schools to run their own competition in house and submit their successful 
entries in the competition.

• KS4/5 (Year 10 to Year 13): Cultures Around the World 

 

Judging criteria 

• Drawing skills 

• Interpretation of the theme 

• Originality of ideas

Entries must be submitted via the online entry form on the ISA website here by Wednesday 15 January 2025. Please 

name your files with the school’s name followed by the pupil name e.g. SchoolName_JohnSmith 

 

Rules 

• Students must use the templates available on our website here. Teachers may print these for use.  

• Each participant must use one template only per entry, they can’t combine two. 

• Drawing can be either manuscripts or digital, black and white or in colour.  

• There is no limitation for wording.  

• Entries must be made by one pupil only (no group entries). 

• All entries must be the participants’ original work, which have never been published. 

• Use of Clip Art or existing graphics is not allowed on digital drawings.
